Introduction

We have reviewed the accompanying interim condensed consolidated statement of financial position of
Arkan Al-Kuwait Real Hstate Company - ILS.C.P. (“the Parent Company”) and its subsidiaries (“the Group™)
as of 30 April 2022 and the related interim condensed consolidated statements of profit or loss, profit or loss
and other comprehensive income for the three-month and six-month periods then ended, and the related
interim condensed consolidated statements of changes in equity and cash flows for the six-month period then
ended. Management is responsible for the preparation and presentation of this interim condensed consolidated
financial information in accordance with International Accounting Standard 34, “Interim Financial Reporting”.
Our responsibility is to exptress a conclusion on this intetim condensed consolidated financial information
based on our review.

Scope of Review

We conducted our review in accordance with International Standard on Review Engagements 2410, “Review
of Interim Financial Information Petformed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity.” A review of interim
financial information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting
matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope than an
audit conducted in accordance with International Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable us
to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified in an audit.
Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion.

Conclusion

Based on our review, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying interim
condensed consolidated financial information is not prepared, in all material respects, in accordance with
International Accounting Standard 34, “Interim Financial Reporting”.

Report on review of other legal and regulatoty requitements

Based on our review, the interim condensed consolidated financial information is in agteement with the books
of the Parent Company. We further report that, to the best of our knowledge and belief, no violations of the
Companies Law No. 1 of 2016 and its Executive Regulations, or of the Memorandum of Incorporation and
Articles of Association of the Parent Company, as amended, have occurred during the six-month period ended
30 April 2022 that might have had a material effect on the business or financial position of the Parent Company.

Incorporation and activities of the Parent Company

Arkan Al-IQuwait Real Estate Company — ICS.C.P. (the “Parent Company”) was incorporated on 5 August
2003 as a Kuwaiti Shareholding Company in accordance with the provisions of the Companies Law in the State
of Kuwait.

The Group comprises the Parent Company and its subsidiaries (together refetred as “the Group™). The details
of the subsidiaries are described in Note 5.

The main activities of the Parent Company are as follows:

Engage in the sale and purchase, development and management of properties and land inside the State of

Kuwait and abroad for its own account and on account of others.
Carry out studies and real estate investments of all kinds.
Establishment and management of real estate funds inside the State of Kuwait and abroad.

Carry out various types of civil, mechanical and electrical contracting activities as well as execution and

maintenance of such activities.

Utilize and manage real estate properties for the Parent Company's own account and on account of others

inside and the State of Kuwait and abroad.

Utilize the Parent Company's available excess funds by investing in companies, real estate properties and
portfolios managed by specialized entities inside the State of ICuwait and abroad.

Carry out cleaning activities of buildings and real estate complexes that serve the objectives of the Parent

Company.

Carry out security and guarding activities for buildings as well as importing, selling and installation of
various safety and firefighting equipment.

Trade in the financial instruments of companies with similar activities.
Acquire agencies, which will enable the Parent Company to catry out its own activities.

Own, manage, operate, invest, rent and lease out hotels, clubs, health clubs, motels, entertainment houses,
rest houses, parks, fairs, restaurants, cafeterias, compounds, facilities, tourist and health resorts, sport and
entertainment projects and shops at all degrees and levels, including all the original and supporting services,

the related and other necessary setvices whether inside or outside the State of Kuwait.

Organize real estate exhibitions relating to the Parent Company's real estate projects in accordance with

the protocols followed by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry.

Hold real estate auctions in accordance with the protocols followed by the Ministry of Commetce and

Industry.
Own commercial markets and residential compounds.

Contribute directly towards the development of infrastructure projects for residential, commercial and

industrial areas under the BOT system.

1 Incorporation and activities of the Parent Company (continued)

The Parent Company has the right to perform the above-mentioned activities inside and outside the State of
Kuwait directly or through an agent. The Parent Company may have an interest or participate in any aspect
with the entities performing similar works or which might assist it in the achievement of its objectives in IKuwait
or abroad. The Parent Company may also establish or shate or purchase these entities or affiliate them
therewith.

The Group carries out its activities in accordance with the principles of Islamic Shari'a. In no case shall any of
the abovementioned objectives be construed as authorizing the Group to directly or indirectly engage in any
acts of usury, whether in the form of interest or any other form.

The Parent Company’s shares are listed on Boursa Kuwait.

The Parent Company’s head office is located in Sharqg, Al Hamra Tower 66% Floor — and its registered postal
address is P.O. Box 20678, Safat 13067, State of Kuwait.

This interim condensed consolidated financial information for the six-month period ended 30 April 2022 was
authorised for issue by the Parent Company’s board of directors on 30 May 2022.

2 Basis of preparation

The interim condensed consolidated financial information of the Group for the six-month petiod ended 30
April 2022 has been prepared in accordance with International Accounting Standard 34 “Interim Financial
Reporting”. The accounting polices used in the preparation of this interim condensed consolidated financial
information are consistent with those used in the preparation of the annual consolidated financial statements
for the year ended 31 October 2021, except for the changes described in note 3.

The interim condensed consolidated financial information has been presented in Kuwaiti Dinar which is the
functional and presentation currency of the Parent Company.

The interim condensed consolidated financial information does not include all information and disclosures
required for complete financial statements prepared in accordance with the Intetnational Financial Reporting
Standards. In the opinion of management, all adjustments consisting of normal recurring accruals considered
necessary for a fair presentation have been included.

The preparation of interim condensed consolidated financial information requires management to make
judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported
amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing this interim condensed consolidated financial information, the significant judgements made by
management in applying the Group’s accounting policies and the key sources of estimation uncertainty were
the same as those that applied to the annual audited consolidated financial statements as at and for the year
ended 31 October 2021.

Operating results for the six-month period ended 30 April 2022 are not necessarily indicative of the results that
may be expected for the financial year ending 31 October 2022. For further details, refer to the consolidated
financial statements and its related disclosures for the year ended 31 October 2021.

3 Changes in accounting policies

3.1 New and amended standards adopted by the Group
The following new amendments or standards were effective for the current period.

Amendment to IFRS 16 - COVID-19-Related Rent Concessions beyond 30 June 2021

The IFRS 16 Leases amendment relate to Covid19 Rent Related Concessions that has been extended until 30
June 2022. The practical expedient allows lessees to elect to not carry out an assessment to decide whether a
COVID-19-related rent concession received is a lease modification. The lessee is permitted to account for the
rent concession as if the change is not a lease modification.

The application of the amendments did not have a significant impact on the Group’s interim condensed
consolidated financial information.

32 IASB Standards issued but not yet effective

At the date of authorisation of these interim condensed consolidated financial information, certain new
standards, amendments and interpretations to existing standards have been published by the IASB but ate not
yet effective, and have not been adopted eatly by the Group.

Management anticipates that all of the relevant pronouncements will be adopted in the Group’s accounting
policies for the first period beginning after the effective date of the pronouncements. Information on new
standards, amendments and i 1nterpretat10ns that are expected to be relevant to the Group’s interim condensed
consolidated financial information is provided below. Certain other new standards and interpretations have
been issued but are not expected to have a material impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated
financial information.

e require full recognition in the investor's financial statements of gains and losses arising on the sale or
contribution of assets that constitute a business (as defined in IFRS 3 Business Combinations)

e  require the partial recognition of gains and losses where the assets do not constitute a business, i.e. a
gain or loss is recognised only to the extent of the unrelated investors’ interests in that associate or
joint venture.

These requirements apply regardless of the legal form of the transaction, e.g. whether the sale or contribution
of assets occurs by an investor transferring shares in a subsidiary that holds the assets (resulting in loss of
control of the subsidiary), or by the direct sale of the assets themselves.

IASB has postponed the effective date indefinitely until other projects are completed. However, eatly
implementation is allowed.

Management does not anticipate that the application of these amendments may have a significant impact on
the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information in future should such transactions arise.

IFRS 3 Amendment —Reference to the conceptual framework

The amendments add a requirement that, for obligations within the scope of IAS 37, an acquirer applies IAS
37 to determine whether at the acquisition date a present obligation exists as a result of past events. For a levy
that would be within the scope of IFRIC 21 Levies, the acquirer applies IFRIC 21 to determine whether the
obligating event that gives rise to a liability to pay the levy has occurred by the acquisition date. The amendments
also add an explicit statement that an acquiter does not recognise contingent assets acquired in a business
combination.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 1 Amendments - Classification of current or non-cutrrent

The amendments to IAS 1 clarify the classification of a liability as either cutrent or non-cutrent is based on the
entity’s rights at the end of the reporting period. Stating management expectations around whether they will
defer settlement or not does not impact the classification of the liability. It has added guidance about lending
conditions and how these can impact classification and has included requirements for liabilities that can be
settled using an entity’s own instruments.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 1 Amendments ~ Disclosure of accounting policies

The amendments to IAS 1 require entities to disclose material accounting policies instead of sighificant
accounting policies. The amendments clarify that accounting policy information may be material because of
its nature, even if the related amounts are immaterial.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 8 Amendments — Definition of accounting estimates

The amendments to IAS 8 provide an exemption from the znitial recognition excemption provided in TAS 12.15(b)
and IAS 12.24. Accordingly, the initial recognition exemption does not apply to transactions in which equal
amounts of deductible and taxable temporary differences arise on initial recognition. This is also explained in
the newly inserted paragraph IAS 12.22A.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 12 Income taxes — Deferred tax related to assets and liabilities arising from a single transaction
The amendments to TAS 12 inserted the definition of accounting estimates replacing the definition of a change
in accounting estimates. Accounting estimates are now defined as monetary amounts in financial statements
that are subject to measurement uncertainty.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendment in the future will have a significant impact
on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 16 Amendments - Proceeds before intended use

The amendment prohibits an entity from deducting from the cost of property, plant and equipment amounts
received from selling items produced while the entity is preparing the asset for its intended use. Instead, an
entity will recognise such sales proceeds and related cost in profit or loss.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendment in the future will have a significant impact
on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

IAS 37 Amendments — Onerous contracts- Cost of fulfilling a contract
The amendments specify which costs an entity includes when assessing whether a contract will be loss-making.

The amendments clarify that for the purpose of assessing whether a contract is onerous, the cost of fulfilling
the contract includes both the incremental costs of fulfilling that contract and an allocation of other costs that
relate directly to fulfilling contracts.

The amendments are only to be applied to contracts for which an entity has not yet fulfilled all of its obligations
at the beginning of the annual period in which it first applies the amendments.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendment in the future will have a significant impact
on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

Annual Improvements 2018-2021 Cycle

Amendment to IAS 1 simplifies the application of IFRS 1 by a subsidiary that becomes a first-time adopter
after its parent in relation to the measurement of cumulative translation differences. Subsidiary that is a first-
time adopter later than its parent might have been required to keep two parallel sets of accounting records for
cumulative translation differences based on different dates of transition to IFRSs. However, the amendment
extends the exemption to cumulative translaton differences to reduce costs for first-time adopters.

Amendment to IFRS 9 relates to the ‘10 per cent’ Test for Derecognition of Financial Liabilities — In
determining whether to derecognise a financial liability that has been modified or exchanged, an entity assesses
whether the terms are substantially different. The amendment clarifies the fees that an entity includes when
assessing whether the terms of a new or modified financial liability are substantially different from the terms of
the original financial liability.

Amendment to IFRS 16 avoids the potential for confusion in applying IFRS 16 Leases because of how
Mlustrative Example 13 accompanying IFRS 16 had illustrated the requirements for lease incentives. Before the
amendment, Illustrative Example 13 had included as part of the fact pattern a reimbursement relating to
leasehold improvements; the example had not explained clearly enough the conclusion as to whether the
reimbursement would meet the definition of a lease incentive in IFRS 16. The IASB decided to remove the
potential for confusion by deleting from Illustrative Example 13 the reimbursement relating to leasehold
improvements.

Management does not anticipate that the adoption of the amendments in the future will have a significant
impact on the Group’s interim condensed consolidated financial information.

4 Judgement and estimates

The preparation of interim condensed consolidated financial information requires management to make
judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing this interim condensed consolidated financial information, the significant judgements made by
management in applying the Group’s accounting policies and the key sources of estimation uncertainty wete
the same as those that applied to the annual audited consolidated financial statements as at and for the year
ended 31 October 2021.
